


The modules are: -
• Money, what’s the big deal? 

(Exploring the role and function of money and our
attitudes and behaviour concerning money)

• What do I want out of life and what do I need to
achieve it? 
(Goal setting and the role of money)

• I’m a consumer, get me out of here! 
(Exploring spending habits and developing money
management skills)

• What about a bank account? 
(Exploring financial products and services we need
now)

• Savings, the long and the short of it 
(Exploring financial products and services we may need
later)

• Buy now, pay later 
(A look at borrowing and credit)

• Debt and how to avoid it 
(A look at how to manage money and where to get help
if we should need it)

• Daylight robbery! 
(Raising awareness about identity theft, scams and
fraud)

• Risk 
(Exploring what risk in relation to how we use our
money such as investing and gambling) 

• Spending it wisely – the power of consumer choice
(An exploration of ethical spending and investment and
the role of the consumer)

Each module contains:

4 Teacher notes with comprehensive guidance on all
the learning activities including clear learning
outcomes
These are presented section by section, together with
suggested timings and explaining how the resources
can be used to fit the plan. As previously stated, the
whole module does not have to be delivered in its
entirety and there is flexibility to be able to select
desired parts and leave out others.

4 Video Clips
Each module contains one (and occasionally two)
video clips where animated characters (friends who
have reached the age of 21 and already have some 
experience, good and bad, of the financial system)
address the students to raise issues, identify potential
problems, talk about their money and how they have
used it and identify their goals in life and how they
hope to achieve them etc. 

There are key points for showing the video clips to fit
in with the delivery of the module and these are
explained in the plan. Students will become familiar
with Meena, Josh, Emma, Darren and Tariq as they
work through the modules and watch the
accompanying video clips. 

4 Power Point presentations
Many of the modules contain a power point
presentation. The purpose of these is to either raise the
issues in a module, provide a further activity or a
summary of the main points covered in a module.

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4 Student activity materials
There is also a range of student activity sheets which
comprise student questionnaires, case studies, problem
solving and awareness raising exercises, advantage
and disadvantage games, cut and paste activities and
many more; these can be carried out individually, in
groups or as full class activities. They are all 
downloadable from the website and can be printed off
and photocopied for student use.

4 Student ‘Takeaway’ notes
Finally there are the ‘takeaway sheets’. These are
distributed to the students at various points, often
when they have completed the work in the module.
These are attractive coloured ‘magazine-style’ pages
which the students collect throughout the 
programme of study. Very often they will re-iterate
points already made, but sometimes they deliver a
self-contained piece of new but relevant information. 
These can be stored in a ring binder and given to the
students to ‘take away’.

Assessment and Differentiation
The list of learning outcomes set for each module will specify
what the students are to learn and this will give the opportunity
for them for self-assessment. Teachers, by observation and ‘spot
checks’ on acquired student knowledge and skills, will be able to
identify the level of acquisition of the module content by the
student. Teachers may like to give the students the list of
outcomes at the beginning of the module and use it as an ‘audit’
of student knowledge, with signatures from both student and
teacher when it is judged that the component has been learned.

There are opportunities for differentiation throughout the
resource. Module activities vary in complexity so differentiation
may be achieved by selection of appropriate activities. Much of
the module is delivered by the teacher, with the guide as help, so
the teacher will be able to phrase the information in terms of
abilities of the students. Group work carried out in mixed ability
groups can lead to effective peer group learning. Gifted and
talented learners will find the materials manageable, but the

outcomes they generate may be more sophisticated. The activity
is suitable, with adaptation, for students with medium and
severe learning difficulties. The use of displayed word lists etc.
on the walls will help.

Subject suitability
The programme will fit admirably into a PSHE Education or
Citizenship syllabus. Links to DCSF criteria are given in the next
section. It would also contribute to WRL/Careers programmes. If
financial capability is delivered on a cross- curricular basis, then
the following may be helpful: -

English/Drama
Role play, vocabulary work, discussion, debate (all modules)

Mathematics
Numerical calculation (budgeting), percentages (tax and NI
deductions)

Geography
Global issues, fair trade, etc. (module 10)

Science
Environmental issues, Carbon footprint, etc. (module 10)

Religious Education
Islamic finance, ethical issues (module 10)
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ICT
‘Your Money and Your Life’ is a web-based resource and therefore
the role of ICT is integral, but there are opportunities for spread
sheet work in budgeting; students are sometimes invited to
make a presentation and this could be power point; use of other
recommended web sites throughout the modules.

Business Studies
For Business courses that have a personal finance element. ‘Your
Money and Your Life’ will support such courses as the IFS
personal finance certificates (at levels 1, 2, AS and A2), the Free
Standing Mathematics Qualification (FSMQ) at levels 1 and 2,
the ncfe awards in personal finance and the personal finance
element of AQA’s ‘Preparation for Working Life’.

Key Skills
For courses accrediting students with Key Skills, the following
may be helpful: -

Communication – students are required to communicate orally
and using a variety of means, both formally and informally. They
also have to listen to and/or materials presented to them and
extract relevant information from them.

Application of Number – basic number work in budgeting and
costs, percentage deductions from salaries, a whole range of
problems on AER in association with savings and APR in
association with credit.

ICT – storing and retrieval of information, use of websites,
accessing ‘Your Money and Your Life’ materials from the website,
power point presentations, spread sheets and word documents,
research and feeding back information.

Working with others – students are continually working in
whole class situations, e.g. discussion, question and answer
sessions, in small groups which most of the ‘You Money and Your
Life’ activities have been designed for. In many case, they will
have to negotiate with the fellow students in order to come to
group decisions.

Problem Solving – most of the activities offer problem solving
opportunities. Standard ways of approaching problem solving
can be brought to bear.

Links with Guidance on financial capability in the curriculum:
key stage 3 and 4 (DCSF 2008).

The following tables have been taken from the new DCSF
criteria. To assist you in your curriculum planning they have been
edited to show where modules and module sections of ‘Your
Money and Your Life’ can be used to cover the criteria shown.
The information is divided into sections for key stage 3 and key
stage 4 (see below).
Column 1 refers to national curriculum programmes of study.

Column 2 provides examples of questions that could help young
people to explore the key concepts and engage with key
processes of the national curriculum.

Column 3 lists knowledge, skills and understanding for financial
capability that might be developed as a result of addressing the
questions.

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The relevant modules and sections of ‘Your Money and Your Life’
are displayed beneath the statements in Columns 2 and 3. ‘Your
Money and Your Life’ covers most of the statements within the
government guidelines, but not all. Statements within the DCSF
tables which are not covered will not carry a reference to
YM&YL.  

This resource will enable teachers to cover much of the range
and content of the programme of study for economic well being
and financial capability. Where there is no coverage of a
particular topic, this could be supplemented using other pfeg
recommended resources.

The use of the ‘Your Money and Your Life’ materials between
key stages 3 and 4 can be interpreted by the school as it wishes.
As pointed out earlier, the resource materials do not necessarily
fall into ‘key stage 3’ and ‘key stage 4’ compartments. Some
teachers may wish to deliver ‘Your Money and Your Life’ as a
integral unit, module by module within a certain key stage or
across key stages. The material may also suitable for delivery to
6th form students. If the resource is delivered in this way, it is of
course possible to map what is being covered at the same time,
again using the DCSF criteria.

A note about sensitivity
As a teacher you will recognise that some of the issues raised
around financial matters can be very sensitive, especially if
students are asked to talk about their own financial situation.
There is therefore a need for great care on the part of the
teacher; it might be more advisable to keep the discussion on an
objective level and make it clear to the students that no personal
information is required from them. 

The characters in the videos provide a perfect opportunity for
students to identify with them and their issues rather than make
it personal to them in discussion.
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
